Given much thought to the GST? If you haven’t it may be time that you did. There is a project underway to remove this tax from the statute books. All it takes is for the people to assert their authority over the various parliaments. The people have had this power since federation. Why has it not been used before? Simply because the people have not known of their sovereignty over their parliaments and their elected members.

As all the power of the nation comes from the people, because the “state” is the people, it is fundamental that the will of the people is paramount. In law, a state is a collection of people. Their location is incidental as land and boundaries are subject to the people.

With this in mind, we realise that, as members of parliament are elected by the people who make up the “state,” to re-present their will in the parliament, it is clear that the will of the people must be made known. Members of parliament are not mind readers, and will not go out of their way to establish that will, therefore it is essential that the people make their will known. How do we do that?

The people can petition the Governor who will take the advice of his “ministers” who will advise that a petition be ignored, unless it is in line with the intentions of the politicians. So we come to a Mandate. A Mandate is an order or a command. When over 50% of the qualified electors serve their parliament with Mandate forms which are all identical in form and content, the parliament has no option but to obey the people. This is the essence of democracy. An instruction to the parliament.

If the Australian people are too lazy, or too ignorant of their duty, to tell the parliament what we want, we deserve what they accept. We, the people are to blame for our predicament as we have not asserted our authority. We cannot blame anybody else.

So, if you want to change the direction this country is headed, that is right down the toilet, you need to sign a Mandate form. These are available from “Project Mandate” in Brisbane. This Mandate gives the instruction to the Queensland Parliament to;

“Withdraw from the Goods and Services Tax arrangements with the Commonwealth and legislate to ensure that future taxation arrangements or imposts of any kind affecting Queensland first obtain the approval of the people of Queensland given as the result of a binding referendum of the people of Queensland.”
As the GST hinges upon an arrangement between the Commonwealth and the States, if one State withdraws from those arrangements the GST fails. The GST is more about controlling people than it is about collecting revenue. If it were the true agenda of the Parliament to just gather revenue it would only be applied at the retail transaction and would not be imposed at wholesale levels.

The choice is yours. If you let the parliament beat you with a stick, you can rest assured that if you do not assert your authority the parliament will simply get a bigger stick to hit you harder.
