The explanation of a Mandate.


We have all heard politicians of major parties, at some time, claim to have been given a Mandate “by the people” following an election.


We need to understand the falsity of these claims and come to understand that, in Australia, all power originates with, and is held by, the people. This is logical common sense. Members of parliament are our representatives. They go to parliament with only one legal duty and that is to re-present the will of their electorate. The word “State” legally refers to the people collectively.


A Mandate cannot come from an election as there are no instructions on a ballot paper. All that appears on a ballot paper are the names of candidates with boxes to allow an elector to indicate choices. Apart from no instruction, there is no name of the voter, no address, no date, no signature and no electorate indication. If there are none of these, it is quite clear that no member of parliament can know who voted for them, let alone what the voter instructed them to do apart from the requirement to carry their will to the parliament. If it were possible to get a Mandate from an election the parties could not be selective and would have to carry out each and every promise made by all their candidates.


 The only ways in which a Mandate can be received by the parliament are (1) to vote in a referendum, where the answer given to a question, or questions, is a Mandate to do or not do a certain thing, (You note that in all the referendums held to alter the Constitution, when the people have said no, the parliament has not been able to alter it. That is a Mandate (order, command) to the parliament from the people not to make alterations.) and (2) gather the required number of signatures on individual Mandate forms which are all exactly the same in form and content. The fact that the people have gathered the Mandate signatures themselves detracts not one iota from the authority if the Mandate. We are not at the mercy of politicians unless we allow ourselves to be. If the people are too lazy or too ignorant to tell their representatives what to do, the people deserve everything they accept.


Petitions are requests and you note from the wording on a petition where it says, “…the petitioner humbly requests…” that there is no command to do anything, no order, no Mandate. We do not have to ask our politicians to do what the majority want, it is their duty to do it and there is no option available to them. Politicians will ignore petitions as they do not wish to bow to requests. Sending petitions to the Queen is a useless exercise as the palace will simply send them to the Governor, or Governor-General, as the case may be, where the Governor or Governor-General will seek advice from his ministers and that advice will be to ignore the petition.


The sooner we can educate the people to know the power they hold, the sooner we can get down to putting the country back on the right track to regain prosperity and freedom. We were, once, the country by which other countries modelled themselves as we had the highest standard of living and production. We will achieve that standing again by the will of the people, providing we awaken the slumbering.


There is an easy solution to replacing our iniquitous tax laws and we have that in reserve.
