This year will be the year of the people. A GST removal project is under way in Queensland whereby the people of the State command their parliament to withdraw from the GST games with the Commonwealth. Using a power that the people have always had, the project involves gathering the signatures of in excess of 50% of the State's qualified electors on individual Mandate forms which are all identical in form and content. The actual wording of the Mandate, remembering that a Mandate is an order or command, is as follows:

To:

The Parliament of Queensland Assembled

Parliament House

Brisbane
It is my duty to instruct you as to my will with respect to actions that I consider should be 

undertaken by the Parliament.  Therefore, I am mandating you, to, within twenty eight days

of the date of your receipt of this Mandate, carry out the following:

“Withdraw from the Goods and Services Tax arrangements with the Commonwealth and 

legislate to ensure that future taxation arrangements or imposts of any kind affecting   

Queensland first obtain the approval of the people of Queensland given as the result of a 

binding referendum of the people of Queensland.”

There are many who are going to great lengths to gather signatures on petitions to present to Queen Elizabeth II. The problem is that this could well prove to be a waste of time as the Queen is now directed to take her advice from her ministers, and their advice will be to ignore the petitions. The Queen will simply forward the petitions to the Governor-General who will ignore them. The petitions are only requests, at best, and we already know that petitions do not achieve the desired result if the aim of the petitioners differs from that of the petitioned

The Governor-General and the State Governors were emasculated by the Australia Act 1986 and must act on the advice of their respective ministers. Therefore we give the command directly to the Parliament. It is clear that they politicians are not happy with the prospect of having to do as the people say. They will attempt every trick in the book, fair or foul, to avoid the result of the Mandate. It is estimated that around 80% or more of the Queensland people will be signing a Mandate. As the Mandate is addressed to all members of the Parliament Assembled there is very likely to be an attempt by the politicians to claim the initiative. We do not care if they wish to make such claims as long as they do as they are directed by the people.

We believe that the compliant media will be used to try to denigrate the Mandate and those who support it. We need simply ignore the hype and get on with the job. We need not concern ourselves with the size of the task and must just focus on getting the desired result.

The people, in a democracy, are sovereign. In other words, collectively, they are above the parliament. This means that the parliament, and therefore it’s members, is subservient to the will of the people. Should a parliament decline to obey the will of the people you have a situation whereby the parliament is declaring its self to be above the people and therefore a dictatorship. The result of the serving of a Mandate on the parliament of Queensland will define democracy. Either way a revolution is about to take place. When the Queensland parliament obeys the Queensland people, Australians, and others in similar political positions, will be truly empowered. Should there be a moment of hesitation on the part of the parliament, the people will have the path travelled by the political parties over the decades clearly demonstrated to them.

The States of Victoria and Western Australia are gathering Mandates to present to their respective parliaments on the same subject. South Australia is working on raising a Mandate as well.

The reason this is being done on a State basis is, that it takes only one State to withdraw from the State Commonwealth GST arrangements for the system to be unworkable. To gather the required signatures over the Commonwealth would require in excess of six million Mandates to be signed.

There is so much enthusiasm for the Mandate project that people from all over the State are crying out for forms to complete.

We have a system being set up whereby those with access to the Internet will be able to call up a Mandate form, type in relevant details then print the form out for signature and posting to a central location. The system will only allow a set of details to be printed out once. We still have the foot work to do in calling door to door in some places and setting up in shopping malls in others.

The line has been drawn in the sand. If the people fail to declare their will over the parliament at this point it may become too difficult in the near future as our treacherous representatives hand more of our sovereignty, without our permission, to foreign interests.

It is apparent that the same is happening to other countries as with Australia. We can have a quiet revolution. There is no need for marching in the streets and chanting mantras. We simple need to get on with the task. Each time the people hold demonstrations, the politicians and terrorcrats sit back content in the knowledge that the people are letting off a bit of steam. They fear the people who go quietly about their business and get results.
